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‘ FROM I remember. Every year I remember March 4™, 1 was
conversing with a friend of mine many years ago and
L Y| PASTOR DAVE birth date was mentioned. It’s easy to remember.
March 4.

Get it? Ihesitated. March 4™. Like get ready, get set, go and March 4™. Oh, I exclaimed.
Loudly, Smiling. I getit. And many years later I still remember March 4", Happy Birthday to
my friend.

Remember me. My friend and a birth date.

Remember me. Makes me think of another person I remember. As Jesus sat with the disciples
and relived the Passover.

"Our Lord Jesus Christ, on the night when he was betrayed, took the bread, and when he had
given thanks, he broke it and gave it to his disciples and said, 'Take; eat; this is my body which
is given for you. This do in remembrance of me." In the same way he also took the cup after the
supper, and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them saying, 'Drink of it, all of you. This
cup is the New Testament in my blood, shed for you for the forgiveness of sins. This do, as of-
ten as you drink it, in remembrance of me.""

During Lent we focus. As we move along the way to the cross, the death and resurrection of
Jesus, we think of moments like the Last Supper. The meal shared with the disciples where Je-
sus shared himself in a unique way.

As we have depicted the last few years we see how the gathering of disciples with Jesus points
to the ancient Passover. The time long ago when God heard the cries of his people, called on
one person and prepared that person to lead the Israelites out of bondage as slaves in Egypt.

Now Jesus was prepared to lead disciples through freedom from slavery to sin, offering himself
as the necessary sacrifice to pay the penalty of death. From the Small Catechism we read :
"Given for you" and "Shed for you to forgive sins." Namely, that the forgiveness of sins, life
and salvation are given to us through these words in the sacrament.



Because, where sins are forgiven, there is life and salvation as well. How can physical eating
and drinking do such great things? Of course, eating and drinking do not do these things. These
words, written here, do them: "given for you" and "shed for you to forgive sins." These words,
along with physical eating and drinking are the important part of the sacrament. Anyone who
believes these words has what they say and what they record, namely, the forgiveness of sins.”

I highly recommend you praying for understanding. Take a special moment to ask God to walk
you through the events including the Last Supper. When you hear the words given for you and
shed for you for the forgiveness of sins ask God to help you understand. What really is sin and
how has it separated you/us from our heavenly Father?

Dear Lord how can we appreciate your forgiveness? Amen

Prayer of Confession

God of hope and safety, like sheep who go astray, we have wandered from your paths of life
and light. We have heard the Shepherd’s voice calling us by name, but we have turned instead
to our own way. Show us your tender mercy, restore us in the security of your fold. Lead us
back to still waters, seat us again at your bounteous table. Fill us with your Spirit, that we might
bear glad witness to your saving mercy, revealed in us in the Great Shepherd, Jesus Christ, our
Lord. Amen.

Easter Day Prayer

O God, you gave your only Son to suffer death on the cross for our redemption, and by his glo-
rious resurrection you delivered us from the power of death. Make us die every day to sin, that
we may live with him forever in the joy of the resurrection, through your Son, Jesus Christ our
Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. Amen.

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Why are the Words

of Christ Printed in Red
and All Others in Black?

While millions read the Bible, few know why some Bible publishers print the words of Christ in
red.

Words in red are neither more nor less important than the words in black. Jesus said to the sev-
enty, “He that heareth you heareth me” (Luke 10:16). Jesus meant that every divinely inspired
writer or speaker was equally important, since the message originated with God’s Spirit (2 Tim-
othy 3:16-17).

The idea of a red-letter Bible originated with Louis Klopsch, the first editor for the Christian
Herald. Its November 1901 issue ran an advertisement offering a red-letter Bible to readers. Dr.
Klopsch based this on Luke 22:20, “This cup is the new testament in my blood, which is shed
for you,” spoken by Jesus as He instituted the Lord’s supper. Reasoning that blood was red, he
asked himself, “Why not a red-letter Bible with the red words to be those of our Lord?” He
asked Bible scholars in America and Europe to submit passages they regarded as spoken by
Christ while on earth.

The first printing of a red-letter Bible (copyright 1899 by Louis Klopsch) numbered 6,000 cop-
ies. They sold quickly. Presses were soon running day and night to supply the demand. The
King of Sweden sent a congratulatory cablegram, but the message that thrilled Klopsch the
most came from President Theodore Roosevelt. He was even invited to dine with the chief ex-
ecutive at the White House.

Dr. Klopsch died March 28, 1910, and was buried at Mont Lawn near Tonawanda, New York,
where he had established an orphanage. At the time The New York Tribuneid, “He will not be
easily replaced. He lived and died by his own motto: ‘Do All the Good You Can for All the
People You Can.’ This, he truly did.”
